EXPLANATORY NOTES AND GUIDELINES





1. The purpose of a grant is to give financial assistance towards the cost of a society’s event/production/activity where the application clearly demonstrates a benefit to the cultural well being of the town.





2. The amount of the grant awarded will be decided by the Grants Committee, in the light of the money available, and on as fair and equitable basis as possible.





3. Grants can only be awarded where the event for which the application is made takes place within the Borough of Southend.

















6. The amount requested should be supported by a detailed estimate/quotation. A copy of the Society’s most recent Annual Accounts must be attached to the Application Form.





7. A current financial statement must be given additionally to (5) where the Society’s Accounts





were completed more than 3 months prior to the Application. FAILURE TO PROVIDE INFORMATION AS IN (5) AND (6) WILL MEAN YOUR APPLICATION WILL BE


DELAYED.
